They allow end-to-end
modeling, from the strategic and operational process-related require-
ments through to their implementation in SAP BI. ARIS BI Modeler
supports IT staff, BI experts, and departmental employees working on
design and modeling tasks as part of projects to introduce, harmonize,
or consolidate BI by enabling comprehensive redocumentation. ARIS
